UNACCEPTABLE CLOTHING STANDARDS
No dirty, faded, frayed, torn, unkempt or"soiled clothing to be worn at any time. 

Ripped, torn or dirty jeans are not acceptable.
Bold advertising, slogans, cartoons, o# ensive or obscene language on 

clothing are not acceptable.
T-shirts are not acceptable nor are football type jumpers.

No singlet, halter, strapless or thin strapped tops, or low cut shirts or tops.
No provocative type clothing including short shorts and mini skirts.

No cargo type pants or shorts (long & baggy with large pockets), stubbies, tights, 
tracksuits, bike shorts, board shorts, swimwear, gym or beach wear allowed.

Golf shoes, clean casual footwear, men's and womens dress sandals and 

dress thongs are permi• ed in the Clubhouse.
Long or short, predominantly white socks must be 

worn with shorts.

All play is governed by the Rules of Golf, the Local Rules and the 
Constitution of Wolston Park Golf Club Inc. A player is responsible 
for knowing the Rules of Golf and the conditions of any competition.

COMMENCEMENT Play must commence from the ! rst tee, 
unless otherwise authorised. PLAYERS MUST NOT PROCEED 
TO THE TEE WITHOUT SANCTION FROM THE PRO SHOP.

COURSE TO BE FOLLOWED Players must observe the layout of 
the course and play the holes in sequence.

MAXIMUM 4 players to a group.  No Exceptions.

VISITORS MUST pay green fees and MUST each have a set of golf 
clubs - STRICTLY NO SHARING. 
ALL social rounds MUST be played from YELLOW MARKERS 
unless permission is granted from the Pro Shop otherwise. 

DRESS All players MUST be neat and tidy at all times. See `DRESS 
REGULATIONS' on pages 4 & 5 for full guidelines.

RIGHT OF WAY " e Club has a duty of care to provide our sta#  
with a safe working environment. Accordingly, Groundskeepers 
have been given right of way on the course at all times. 
18 hole players have right of way over 9 hole players. 

REPAIR DIVOTS Always carry a bucket of sand and replace divots. 

! KE BUNKERS  Before leaving a bunker, a player should carefully 
! ll up and smooth over all holes and footprints made. Rakes should 
be le$  in bunkers lying parallel to the fairway.

DESIGNATED SMOKING AREAS Smoking is only permi% ed 
in designated areas and on odd numbered holes on the golf course.

AVOID SLOW PLAY Move briskly between shots and endeavour 
to plan your shot on the way to where your ball lies. Move to the next 
tee before marking scorecards. Call players through if looking for a 
lost ball.

NO SHOWS Players should report to the Pro Shop no later than 15 
minutes before their scheduled tee time and be in the vicinity of the 
relevant tee ready to tee-o!  when required or directed. " e Match 
Commi# ee will impose penalties for failure to show up or tee-o!  at 
the stipulated time.

MOTORISED GOLF CARTS ªYou break it, you pay for it.º
Motorised carts must be driven with regard for safety of players 
and with regard for the Course. Rules, notices, signs and blue lines 
regarding the movement and parking of golf carts must be strictly 
observed and adhered to. Serious consequences apply to misuse.
All damage to golf carts is to be paid by the hirer.

ALCOHOL ON THE COURSE Only alcohol purchased from 
Wolston Park Golf Club is allowed to be consumed anywhere on the 
premises or course. Strictly NO GLASS will be tolerated on the golf 
course. 
WPGC is a licensed venue and if a person is instructed by 
Management to leave the premises they must do so. 

YOUR CLUB PROFESSIONAL is an integral part of our Club and 
it is the duty of all Members to support him as much as possible. 

COMPLAINTS should be lodged in the Complaints book in the 
clubhouse or submi# ed in writing addressed to the Secretary Manager. 
Please do not approach Commi# ee Members with complaints 
while they are playing. Players must refrain from reprimanding sta!  
and groundsmen. Any complaint O! ensive, hostile or otherwise 
unacceptable behaviour can potentially put your playing rights 
and membership in jeopardy. It will NOT BE TOLE$ TED and 
appropriate actions will be taken against o! enders.

5. " e date the round was played.
6. " e competition type played.

Scorecards not # lled out correctly and fully will not be accepted 
for competition results and will result in disquali# cation. 
Disquali# cations are at the Handicappers discretion. All objections 
to disquali# cations must be addressed to the Handicapper.

VISITOR COMPETITION ENTRY
Members of other golf clubs wishing to play in WPGC open 
competitions, must present their GolfLink membership card upon 
entering the competition.

HANDICAPPING
New and lapsed handicaps require three (3) cards to be provided to 
the Club Handicapper, signed by a Marker.
